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Ecclesiastes 3:1-8 has always been one of my favorite passages.  As I look at this time of transition, I am 
so aware that this move to East Fairfield is the right time and the right place because God is the one 
sending.  The afternoon when my phone rang and I saw that it was my District Superintendent, my heart 
skipped a beat.  I had asked to stay one more year and the church had requested that I stay one more 
year.  A recent conversation with my DS had led me to believe that a move was possible, but not probable 
this year.  But now, he’s telling me that Rev. Dan Bryant would be calling me in a couple of minutes. 
 
I want you to know ... That from that first moment I was happy.  This past year at Creston had felt like we 
had stalled.  All ministries were running well under the lay leadership.  I had felt like I put myself out of a 
job.  So, when I heard that it was time to move, my heart truly did leap for joy. 
 
I like change.  Let me rephrase that ... I LOVE CHANGE!  I am the kind of person that, if there is more 
than one way the furniture can be arranged, I’d change it every 6 months.  (Sooner if Chuck would help.)  
Change is good.  It opens us to new ways of looking at things, new ways of doing things, and new ways of 
being in relationship with God and each other. 
 
Change can also be difficult.  I won’t hide it ... I’m going to miss Creston and the church family that I’ve 
ministered to and with for the past nine years.  You are going to miss Pastor Sue and the love that you’ve 
developed with her over the past four years.  We need to be honest about that with each other.  Though 
I’m happy and excited about being among you, there are moments when I feel the loss as I know you do 
and will. 
 
It’s my prayer that we can support each other during these coming months, be honest with one another 
about how we’re feeling, and celebrate that this change is a part of God’s plan for East Fairfield UMC and 
for Chuck and me.  I also pray that you will leave the possibility open in your hearts that seeds of love and 
friendship can be planted as we get to know one another.

In 1976, America celebrated the 200th anniversary of the adoption of the Declaration of Independence. It 
was a party that took many years to prepare and two years to celebrate. 
 
Planning for the event began as far back as 1966, with the formation of the American Revolution 
Bicentennial Commission. Planning began in earnest in 1973. 
 
Signs of Bicentennial fever were everywhere. All across the country, landmarks were painted with patriotic 
colors and designs. Buildings, fire hydrants, locomotives....nothing escaped the artist's paintbrush. These 
were the days when car owners received a new set of license plates every year, and most states adopted 
a patriotic design for 1976. Many companies produced special Bicentennial editions of their regular 
products, including food, beverages, pens and collector's plates. Bicentennial T-shirts and buttons were all 
the rage. At Disneyland, the Main Street Electrical Parade was put on hold for two years so they could 
bring you “America on Parade”. 
 
What if we had this kind of excitement for our country now?  What if instead of mudslinging, riots, 
protests and people bashing one another; we showed each other love and a real appreciation for the 
freedoms that allow us to behave in such a manner.  
 
What do Galatians 5:13 and the quote from JFK have in common? they both call us to service. When we 
pray, we are serving God as well as those we pray for.
